Installing Batteries in the Remote Control

The remote control uses the two AA batteries that came with the projector.

Attention
Make sure you read the Safety Instructions before handling the batteries.

$ Replace the batteries as soon as they run out. The remote control uses
two AA manganese or alkaline batteries.

n Remove the battery cover as shown.

a Remove the old batteries, if necessary.

Dispose of used batteries according to local regulations.

B Insert the batteries.
/A Warning

Check the positions of the (+) and (-) marks inside the battery holder to
ensure the batteries are inserted the correct way. If the batteries are not used
correctly, they could explode or leak causing a fire, injury, or damage to the
product.

Replace the battery cover and press it down until it clicks into place.

Remote Control Operation

The remote control lets you control the projector from almost anywhere in
the room.
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Make sure that you aim the remote control at the projector's receivers within
the distance and angles listed here.

+ Depending on your installation environment, the available distance

and angles may be shortened.

+ Avoid using the remote control in conditions with bright fluorescent
lights or in direct sunlight, or the projector may not respond to
commands. If you are not going to use the remote control for a long
time, remove the batteries.

« When you use multiple projectors in the same room or when there
are obstacles around the remote receiver, connect the remote control
to the projector using the optional remote control cable set. When

the remote control is connected, the remote receiver on the projector
is disabled.

Locking the Remote Control Buttons

To lock the remote control buttons shown here, press and hold the [Home]
button on the remote control for approximately 5 seconds.

Notes on Transporting

There are many glass parts and precision components inside the projector. To
prevent damage due to impacts when transporting, handle the projector as
follows.

A\ Caution

o The projector should not be carried by one person. At least two people are
needed to unpack or carry the projector.

« When moving the projector, do not hold the lens replacement cover or lens unit.
They may become disconnected and the projector may fall, which could cause an
injury.

Attention
Do not transport the projector with the lens installed. Doing so could damage
the projector and the lens.

« If the projector does not have a lens, attach the cover that was on the lens mount
when you purchased the projector.



Precautions on Installation

You can install the projector or mount it to the ceiling at any horizontal or

vertical angle. Note the following precautions when installing the projector. Attention

o Use M6 screws (up to a depth of 14 mm) to fix the projector's ceiling mount
fixing points and the mounting hardware at four points.

A\ Warning

« Do not use adhesives on the ceiling mount fixing points to prevent the screws
from loosening, or use lubricants, oils, or similar substances on the projector; the
projector case may crack causing it to fall from its ceiling mount. This could
cause serious injury to anyone under the ceiling mount and could damage the
projector.

« Do not install the projector in a location subject to high levels of dust or
humidity, or in a location subject to smoke or steam. Otherwise, it could cause a
fire or electric shock to occur. The projector's case could also deteriorate and be
damaged causing the projector to fall from the mount.

Examples of environments that could cause the projector to fall due to case

deterioration

« Locations subject to excessive smoke or airborne oil particles, such as factories
or kitchens

« Locations containing volatile solvents or chemicals, such as factories or
laboratories

« Locations where the projector could be subjected to detergents or chemicals,

such as factories or kitchens « Do not stack projectors directly on top of each other.
 Locations in which aroma oils are often used, such as relaxation rooms

o Near devices that produce excessive smoke, airborne oil particles, or foam at
events

Projector Maintenance

You may need to clean the projector's lens periodically, and clean the air filter
and air vents to prevent the projector from overheating due to blocked
ventilation.

You can replace the following parts for this projector:
« Batteries for the remote control
o Lens unit

o Air filter

If any other part needs replacing, contact Epson or an authorized Epson
servicer.

A\ Warning

Before cleaning any part of the projector, turn it off and unplug the power cord.
Never open any cover on the projector, except as specifically explained in this
manual. Dangerous electrical voltages in the projector can injure you severely.



Cleaning the Lens

Clean the projector's lens periodically, or whenever you notice dust or
smudges on the surface.

« To remove dust or smudges, gently wipe the lens with clean and dry lens-
cleaning paper.

o If the lens is dusty, blow off dust using a blower, and then wipe the lens.

A Warning

« Before cleaning the lens, turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

Do not use any flammable gas sprays such as air dusters to blow off dust. The
high heat generated by the projector may cause a fire.

Attention
« Do not wipe the lens right after you turn off the projector. Doing so could
damage the lens.

» Do not use any harsh materials to clean the lens and do not subject the lens to
any impacts; otherwise, it could be damaged.



Cleaning the Projector Case

Before cleaning the projector case, turn off the projector and unplug the
power cord.

 To remove dust or dirt, use a soft, dry, lint-free cloth.

« To remove stubborn dirt, use a soft cloth moistened with water and mild
soap. Do not spray liquid directly on the projector.

Attention

Do not use wax, alcohol, benzene, paint thinner, or other chemicals to clean the
projector case. These can damage the case. Do not use canned air, or the gases
may leave a flammable residue.



Air Filter and Vent Maintenance

Regular filter maintenance is important to maintain your projector. Clean the a Carefully remove the dust using a vacuum cleaner or a brush.
air filter when a message appears telling you the temperature inside the
projector has reached a high level. It is recommended that you clean these
parts over a 20,000-hour period. Clean them more often than this if you use
the projector in an environment that is dustier than expected. (Assuming the
projector is used in an atmosphere in which airborne particulate matter is
0.04 mg/m3 or less.)

Attention

If regular maintenance is not performed, your Epson projector will notify you
when the temperature inside the projector has reached a high level. Do not wait
until this warning appears to maintain your projector filter as prolonged exposure
to high temperatures may reduce the life of your projector.

« If you are projecting from a computer using a VGA computer cable, press
the [Auto] button on the remote control to automatically adjust the
Tracking and Sync. settings. If any bands or overall blurriness remain,

o If you are projecting from a computer, use a lower resolution or select a
resolution that matches the projector's native resolution.

Solutions When the Image Brightness or Colors are
Incorrect

If the projected image is too dark or light, or the colors are incorrect, try the
following solutions:

o Press the [Color Mode] button on the remote control to try different color
modes for the image and environment.

o Check your video source settings.

o Adjust the available settings in the projector's Image menu for the current
input source, such as Brightness, Contrast, Tint, and Color Saturation.
 Make sure you selected the correct Video Range or EDID setting in the
projector's Signal menu, if available for your image source.
@ Signal > Advanced > Video Range

« Make sure you selected the correct RGBCMY setting in the projector's
Image menu.
@ Image > Advanced > RGBCMY

» Make sure all the cables are securely connected to the projector and your
video device. If you connected long cables, try connecting shorter cables.

« Make sure Brightness Settings are set correctly.
@ Settings > Brightness Settings

« Position the projector close enough to the screen.

« When using multiple projectors, make sure Light Source Calibration in the
Reset menu is set correctly in all of the projectors. If light source calibration

is performed only in some of the projectors, the white balance and the
brightness level of the projected image may differ between the projectors.

Solutions When Automatic Adjustments are not
Applied Correctly

If you have problems with automatic adjustments not being applied correctly,
try the following solutions:

« Be sure to wait at least 20 minutes after turning on the projector before
performing automatic adjustments. This gives the projector's temperature a
chance to stabilize.

o Check that the camera area is clean.

« Make sure the cable of the optional external camera is securely connected to
the projector.

« The optional external camera may be defective. Contact Epson for help.

« Depending on the lens you installed, automatic adjustments may not be
available. Automatic adjustment is not available for the following lenses:

If you are
using the Edge Blending setting, make sure the blending width is between
15 to 43%.
