$ » When you open an .ewf/ewf2 format file in the Easy Interactive Tools
software, colors or lines may be displayed differently than the
original.

« Polygons, GIF Animations, and some media objects, such as movies
or audio embedded in .iwb format, are not supported in the Easy
Interactive Tools software. Note the following limitations.

« Polygons are converted to still image objects.

« GIF animations are not displayed and only the first image of an
animation is displayed.

o Media objects such as .wmf, .emf, .mpeg, .swf, .wav, and .mp3 files
are displayed as the unsupported objects.

o Colors or lines may be displayed differently than the original.
« Dotted lines or dashed lines are displayed as solid lines.

« When you open an .iwb file and save the content of your drawings
to an .eit file in the Easy Interactive Tools software, the
unsupported objects will be lost. Select the .iwb file type if you
want to restore these objects.

« If you open an .eit, .iwb, .ewf or .ewf2 file on another computer with
a different display resolution, some parts of the drawing may not be
displayed or the black band may be displayed.

« Note the following limitations when saving drawings in .ewf2 format.
o The background is displayed as white.
« Music, movies, and text data is not converted.
