Click Edit > Advanced Search. Enter the keyword (text) for information you
want to find in the search window, and then click Search. Hits are displayed as a
list. Click one of the displayed hits to jump to that page.

Jumping Directly from Bookmarks

Click a title to jump to that page. Click + or > to view the lower level titles in
that section. To return to the previous page, perform the following operation on
your keyboard.
• Windows: Hold down Alt, and then press ←.

• Mac OS: Hold down the command key, and then press ←.

Printing Only the Pages You Need

You can extract and print only the pages you need. Click Print in the File menu,
and then specify the pages you want to print in Pages in Pages to Print.
• To specify a series of pages, enter a hyphen between the start page and the

end page.
Example: 20-25

Projector Parts - Front

Name Function

A Speaker Outputs audio.

B Foot release lever Press the foot release lever to extend and retract the
front adjustable foot.

C Lens Images are projected from here.

D Remote receiver Receives signals from the remote control.

Name Function

E Focus lever Adjusts the image focus.

F Air intake vent Takes in air to cool the projector internally.

G HDMI port Inputs video signals from HDMI compatible video
equipment and computers.
This port is compatible with HDCP 2.3.

H USB-B port Connects a USB cable to the computer to project
computer images.

I
port

Connects a USB memory device or a digital camera and
projects movies or images using PC Free.
Connects the optional document camera.
Connects the wireless LAN module.
Hereinafter referred to as the USB-A port.

J Status indicator Indicates the projector's status.

K Power button [ ] Turn the projector on or off.

You can place the projector on almost any flat surface to project an image.
You can also install the projector in a ceiling mount if you want to use it in
a fixed location. An optional ceiling mount is required when suspending the
projector from a ceiling.
Note the following points when selecting a projector location:
• Place the projector on a sturdy and level surface.

• Leave plenty of space around and under the projector for ventilation, and do
not place it on top of or next to anything that could block the vents.

• Place the projector so it squarely faces the screen, not at an angle.

If you cannot install the projector squarely facing the screen, correct
any resulting keystone distortion using the projector controls. For the
best quality images, we recommend adjusting the installation position
of the projector to achieve the correct image size and shape.

Warning
• You must install a ceiling mount when suspending the projector from a ceiling. If

you do not install the projector correctly, it could fall and cause damage or injury.
• Do not use adhesives on the ceiling mount fixing points to prevent the screws

from loosening, or use lubricants, oils, or similar substances on the projector; the
projector case may crack causing it to fall from its ceiling mount. This could cause
serious injury to anyone under the ceiling mount and could damage the projector.

• Failure to install the ceiling mount and projector may cause the projector to fall.
After installing the specific Epson mount that supports your projector, make sure
you secure the mount to all of the projector's ceiling mount fixing points. Also,
secure the projector and the mounts using wire that is strong enough to hold their
weight.

• Do not install the projector in a location subject to high levels of dust or humidity,
or in a location subject to smoke or steam. Otherwise, it could cause a fire
or electric shock to occur. The projector's case could also deteriorate and be
damaged causing the projector to fall from the mount.
Examples of environments that could cause the projector to fall due to case
deterioration
• Locations subject to excessive smoke or airborne oil particles, such as factories

or kitchens
• Locations containing volatile solvents or chemicals, such as factories or

laboratories
• Locations where the projector could be subjected to detergents or chemicals,

such as factories or kitchens
• Locations in which aroma oils are often used, such as relaxation rooms
• Near devices that produce excessive smoke, airborne oil particles, or foam at

events
• Locations where the projector could be subjected to ultraviolet rays, such as a

sunny room
• Locations near humidifiers
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Warning
• Do not cover the projector's air intake or air exhaust vents. If the vents are

covered, the internal temperature could rise and cause a fire.
• Do not use or store the projector in locations where it will be subject to dust or

dirt. Otherwise, the quality of the projected image may decline, or the air filter
may become clogged, resulting in a malfunction or fire.

• Do not install the projector on an unstable surface or in a location beyond the
weight specifications of the projector. Otherwise, it could fall or topple causing an
accident and injury.

• Do not use the projector on a flammable surface (such as a newspaper, plastic
sheet, or carpet) or an electric carpet. The high heat generated by the projector
could deform or discolor them, resulting in a fire.

• When installing the projector in a high position, take measures to prevent falling
by using wires to ensure safety in an emergency, such as an earthquake, and to
prevent accidents. If it is not installed correctly, it could fall causing an accident
and injury.

• Do not install in locations where salt damage could occur, or in locations subject
to corrosive gas such as sulphuric gas from hot springs. Otherwise, corrosion
could cause the projector to fall. It could also cause the projector to malfunction.

• When using the projector outdoors at night, be careful not to trip over any
extension power cords you are using. Otherwise, the projector could fall or topple
causing an accident and injury.

Attention
• Do not operate the projector on its side. This may cause the projector to

malfunction.
• If you are using the projector at altitudes above 1,500 m, set the High Altitude

Mode setting to On in the projector's menu to ensure the projector's internal
temperature is regulated properly.
s Settings > Operation > High Altitude Mode

• Try not to setup the projector in locations subject to high humidity and dust, or in
locations subject to smoke from fires or tobacco smoke.

Projection Distance

The distance at which you place the projector from the screen determines the
approximate size of the image. The image size increases the farther the projector
is from the screen, but can vary depending on the zoom factor, aspect ratio, and
other settings.
See the Appendix for details about how far to place the projector from the
screen based on the size of the projected image.

When correcting keystone distortion, your image is slightly smaller.

Turn on the computer or video device you want to use after you turn on the
projector.

a Connect the device to the projector.

b Connect the power cord to the projector's power inlet and plug it into an
electrical outlet.

c Press the power button on the projector or remote control to turn on the
projector.
The status indicator flashes blue as the projector warms up. Once the
projector is warmed up, the status indicator stops flashing and turns blue.

d Turn on the connected device.

e Try the following if you do not see a projected image.
• Turn on the connected computer or video device.
• Change the screen output from the computer when using a laptop

computer.
• Insert a DVD or other video media, and press play (if necessary).

• Press the  button on the remote control to detect the source.
• If the Home screen is displayed, select the source you want to project.
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Warning
• Never look into the projector lens when the lamp is on. This can damage your

eyes and is especially dangerous for children.
• When turning on the projector at a distance using the remote control, make sure

there is no one looking into the lens.
• During projection, do not touch the projector. The high heat generated by the

projector lamp may cause a burn or injury.
• During projection, do not block the light from the projector with a book or

other objects. If the light from the projector is blocked, the area on which the
light shines becomes hot which could cause it to melt, burn, or start a fire. Also,
the lens may get hot due to the reflected light which could cause the projector
to malfunction. To stop projection, use the A/V Mute function, or turn off the
projector.

• A mercury lamp with high internal pressure is used as the projector's light source.
If the lamp is subjected to vibrations or shocks, or if it is used for an overly
extended length of time, the lamp may break or it may not turn on. If the lamp
explodes, gases may escape and small fragments of glass may be scattered which
could cause an injury. Be sure to observe the instructions below.
• Do not bring your face close to the projector while it is in use.
• Do not swing or tilt the projector. Shards of glass may fall out and could cause

an injury. Be very careful not to allow such pieces of glass to enter your eyes or
mouth.

• If the lamp breaks, ventilate the area immediately, and contact a doctor if any
fragments of broken glass are inhaled or get into the eyes or mouth.

• Do not turn the projector back on immediately after turning off the projector.
Turning the projector on/off too frequently can shorten the lamp life.

• When the Direct Power On setting is set to On in the projector's
Settings menu, the projector turns on as soon as you plug it in. Note
that the projector also turns on automatically in cases such as recovery
from a power outage.

The Home screen feature allows you to easily select an image source and access

useful functions. You can display the Home screen by pressing the  button
on the remote control. The Home screen is also displayed when you turn on the
projector and no signal is being input.
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Press the arrow buttons on the remote control to select a menu item, and then
press [Enter].

A Selects the source you want to project.

B Displays the Connection Guide. You can select the wireless connection methods
according to the devices you are using, such as smartphones or computers.

C Displays the Help screen.

D Displays the projector's menu.

E Displays the projector information.

F Corrects the shape of an image that is an uneven rectangle.

After 10 minutes of inactivity, the Home screen disappears and you are
returned to the screen that you were on before (the current input source
screen or no signal message).

e Select Quick Corner and press [Enter]. Then press [Enter] again if
necessary.

You see the area selection screen.

f Use the arrow buttons to select the corner of the image you want to adjust.
Then press [Enter].

To reset the Quick Corner corrections, hold down  for about
two seconds while the area selection screen is displayed, and then
select Yes.

If the Web Control Password has not been set, a screen prompting you to
set a password is displayed when you save the network settings. Follow the
on-screen instructions to set the password.

To use the projector over a wireless network, install the Epson 802.11a/b/g/n
wireless LAN module. Do not install any other type of wireless LAN module.

Attention
Never remove the module while its indicator is blue or flashing, or while you are
projecting wirelessly. This could damage the module or lose data.

a Turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

b Connect the wireless LAN module to the USB-A port.

Selecting Wireless Network Settings Manually

Before you can project from your wireless network, you need to select network
settings for the projector.

a Press the  button, select the Network menu, and press [Enter].
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b Select On as the Wireless LAN Power setting.

c Select Network Configuration and press [Enter].

d Select the Basic menu and press [Enter].

e Select the basic options as necessary.
• Projector Name lets you enter a name up to 16 alphanumeric

characters long to identify the projector over the network.
• Remote Password lets you enter a password up to 32 alphanumeric

characters long to access the projector using the Basic Control. (The
user name is EPSONREMOTE. No password is set by default.)

• Web Control Password lets you enter a password up to 32
alphanumeric characters long to access the projector over the Web. (The
user name is EPSONWEB. No password is set by default.)

• Moderator Password lets you enter a four-digit number password for
accessing the projector as a moderator using Epson iProjection. (No
password is set by default.)

• Projector Keyword lets you turn on a security password to prevent
access to the projector by anyone not in the room with it. You must
enter a displayed, randomized keyword from a computer using Epson
iProjection to access the projector and share the current screen.

• Display Keyword lets you select whether to display a projector keyword
on the projected image when accessing the projector using Epson
iProjection.

• Display LAN Info. lets you set the display format for the projector's
network information.

Use the displayed keyboard to enter numbers and characters. Press
the arrow buttons on the remote control to highlight characters and
press [Enter] to select them.

f Select the Wireless LAN menu and press [Enter].

g Select the Connection Mode setting.
• Quick lets you connect to multiple smartphones, tablets, or computers

directly using wireless communication.
• Advanced lets you connect to smartphones, tablets, or computers over a

wireless network access point.
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h If you selected the Advanced connection mode, select Search Access
Point to select the access point you want to connect to.

If you need to assign the SSID manually, select SSID to enter the
SSID.

i For the Advanced connection mode, assign the IP settings for your
network as necessary.
• If your network assigns addresses automatically, select IP Settings to set

the DHCP setting to On.
• If you must set addresses manually, select IP Settings to set the DHCP

setting to Off, and then enter the projector's IP Address, Subnet Mask,
and Gateway Address as necessary.

• If you want to connect the projector to the network using IPv6, select
IPv6 Settings to set the IPv6 setting to On, and then set the Auto
Configuration and Use Temporary Address settings as necessary.

j To prevent the SSID or IP address from being displayed on the LAN
standby screen and Home screen, set the SSID Display setting or the IP
Address Display setting to Off.

k When you finish selecting settings, select Complete and follow the on-
screen instructions to save your settings and exit the menus.

If no Web Control Password has been set, a screen prompting
you to set a password is displayed before you can save the settings.
Follow the on-screen instructions to set the password.

The wireless network settings are complete when you see the correct IP
address on the LAN standby screen.

When you have finished making wireless settings for your projector, you need to
select the wireless network on your computer. Then start the network software
to send images to your projector through a wireless network.

b To restart the video action in progress, press  again.
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You can zoom into an area of the projected image and enlarge it on the screen.

You see a crosshair on the screen indicating the center of the zoom area.

• Use the arrow buttons to position the crosshair in the image area you

Password Security Types

You can set up the following types of password security using one shared
password:
• Power On Protection prevents anyone from using the projector without first

entering a password. When plugging the power cord and turning on the
projector at first time, you must enter the correct password. This also applies
to Direct Power On and Auto Power On.

• User's Logo Protection prevents anyone from changing the custom screen
displayed when the projector turns on, when no signal is being input, or
when you use the A/V Mute feature. The custom screen discourages theft by
identifying the projector's owner.

• Network Protection prevents anyone from changing the projector's Network
settings.

Setting a Password

For the first time you use the projector, you must set a password.

l Copy the batch setup file (PJCONFDATA.bin) that you saved to your
computer to the top level folder of the removable disk.

You may need to clean the projector's lens periodically, and clean the air vents to
prevent the projector from overheating due to blocked ventilation.
The only part you should replace is the remote control batteries. If any other
part needs replacing, contact Epson or an authorized Epson servicer.

Warning
Before cleaning any part of the projector, turn it off and unplug the power cord.
Never open any cover on the projector, except as specifically explained in this
manual. Dangerous electrical voltages in the projector can injure you severely.
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Clean the projector's lens periodically, or whenever you notice dust or smudges
on the surface.
• To remove dust or smudges, gently wipe the lens with clean and dry lens-

cleaning paper.
• If the lens is dusty, blow off dust using a blower, and then wipe the lens.

Warning
• Before cleaning the lens, turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.
• Do not use any flammable gas sprays such as air dusters to blow off dust. The

high heat generated by the projector may cause a fire.

Attention
• Do not wipe the lens right after you turn off the projector. Doing so could

damage the lens.
• Do not use any harsh materials to clean the lens and do not subject the lens to

any impacts; otherwise, it could be damaged.
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Before cleaning the projector case, turn off the projector and unplug the power
cord.
• To remove dust or dirt, use a soft, dry, lint-free cloth.
• To remove stubborn dirt, use a soft cloth moistened with water and mild

soap. Do not spray liquid directly on the projector.

Attention
Do not use wax, alcohol, benzene, paint thinner, or other chemicals to clean the
projector case. These can damage the case. Do not use canned air, or the gases
may leave a flammable residue.
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Clean the projector's air intake/exhaust vents periodically, or whenever you
notice dust on the surface of the vents to prevent the projector from overheating
due to blocked ventilation.

a Turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

b Carefully remove the dust using a vacuum cleaner or a brush.

Solving Projector Shutdown Problems

If the projector turns off unexpectedly, try the following steps until the problem
is solved.

a Projectors may have entered sleep mode after a period of inactivity.

Solving Missing Image Problems

If no image is displayed, try the following steps until the problem is solved.

a Check the projector's status:

• Press the  button on the remote control to see if the image was
temporarily turned off.

• Check the status indicator to confirm that the projector is in normal
operating status.

• Press the projector's power button to wake it from standby or sleep
mode. Also, check if the connected computer is in sleep mode or
displaying a blank screen saver.

b Check the cable connection:
• Make sure all necessary cables are securely connected and the power is

on for the projector.

• If you are projecting from a laptop computer, make sure it is set up to

display on an external monitor.

• Turn off the projector and the connected video source, and then turn

them back on.
• Set the CEC function for the connected device again and restart the

device.
• Make sure the computer's display resolution does not exceed the

projector's resolution and frequency limits. If necessary, select a
different display resolution for your computer. (See your computer
manual for details.)

• Press the  button on the remote control to resume video and audio if
they were temporarily stopped.
