Projector Placement

You can place the projector on almost any flat surface to project an image.

A\ Warning

* Do not install the projector in a location subject to high levels of dust or humidity,
or in a location subject to smoke or steam. Otherwise, it could cause a fire or
electric shock to occur.

Note the following points when selecting a projector location:

* Place the projector on a sturdy and level surface.

A\ Warning

* Do not cover the projector's air intake or air exhaust vents. If the vents are

» covered, the internal temperature could rise and cause a fire.

* Do not use or store the projector in locations where it will be subject to dust or
dirt. Otherwise, the quality of the projected image may decline, or the air filter
may become clogged, resulting in a malfunction or fire.

* Leave plenty of space around and under the projector for ventilation, and do * Do not install the projector on an unstable surface or in a location beyond the

not place it on top of or next to anything that could block the vents. weight specifications of the projector. Otherwise, it could fall or topple causing an
accident and injury.

. . .
Place the projector so it squarely faces the screen, not at an angle. * Do not use the projector on a flammable surface (such as a newspaper, plastic

sheet, or carpet) or an electric carpet. The high heat generated by the projector
could deform or discolor them, resulting in a fire.

* When installing the projector in a high position, take measures to prevent falling
to ensure safety in an emergency, such as an earthquake, and to prevent accidents.
If it is not installed correctly, it could fall causing an accident and injury.

* Do not install in locations where salt damage could occur, or in locations subject
to corrosive gas such as sulphuric gas from hot springs. Otherwise, corrosion
could cause the projector to fall. It could also cause the projector to malfunction.

* When using the projector outdoors at night, be careful not to trip over any
extension power cords you are using. Otherwise, the projector could fall or topple
causing an accident and injury.

The image size increases the farther the projector
is from the screen, but can vary depending on the zoom factor, aspect ratio, and
other settings.

Turning On the Projector

Turn on the computer or video device you want to use after you turn on the
projector.

Connect the power cord to the projector's power inlet and plug it into an
electrical outlet.

Press the power button on the projector or remote control to turn on the
projector.
The status indicator flashes blue as the projector warms up. Once the

projector is warmed up, the status indicator stops flashing and turns blue.

B If you connected a computer or a video device, turn on the connected
computer or video device you want to use.




Turning On the Projector

A\ Warning

Never look into the projector lens when the lamp is on. This can damage your
eyes and is especially dangerous for children.

When turning on the projector at a distance using the remote control, make sure
there is no one looking into the lens.

During projection, do not touch the projector. The high heat generated by the
projector lamp may cause a burn or injury.

During projection, do not block the light from the projector with a book or
other objects. If the light from the projector is blocked, the area on which the
light shines becomes hot which could cause it to melt, burn, or start a fire. Also,
the lens may get hot due to the reflected light which could cause the projector
to malfunction. To stop projection, use the A/V Mute function, or turn off the
projector.

A mercury lamp with high internal pressure is used as the projector's light source.

If the lamp is subjected to vibrations or shocks, or if it is used for an overly
extended length of time, the lamp may break or it may not turn on. If the lamp
explodes, gases may escape and small fragments of glass may be scattered which
could cause an injury. Be sure to observe the instructions below.

* Do not bring your face close to the projector while it is in use.

* Do not swing or tilt the projector. Shards of glass may fall out and could cause
an injury. Be very careful not to allow such pieces of glass to enter your eyes or
mouth.

If the lamp breaks, ventilate the area immediately, and contact a doctor if any
fragments of broken glass are inhaled or get into the eyes or mouth.

Do not turn the projector back on immediately after turning oft the projector.
Turning the projector on/off too frequently can shorten the lamp life.

$ * When the Direct Power On setting is set to On in the projector's
Settings menu, the projector turns on as soon as you plug it in. Note

that the projector also turns on automatically in cases such as recovery
from a power outage.

Projector Maintenance

You may need to clean the projector's lens periodically, and clean the air vents to
prevent the projector from overheating due to blocked ventilation.

The only part you should replace is the remote control batteries. If any other
part needs replacing, contact Epson or an authorized Epson servicer.

/\ Warning

Before cleaning any part of the projector, turn it off and unplug the power cord.
Never open any cover on the projector, except as specifically explained in this
manual. Dangerous electrical voltages in the projector can injure you severely.



Cleaning the Lens

Clean the projector's lens periodically, or whenever you notice dust or smudges
on the surface.

* To remove dust or smudges, gently wipe the lens with clean and dry lens-
cleaning paper.

* If the lens is dusty, blow off dust using a blower, and then wipe the lens.

A\ Warning

* Before cleaning the lens, turn off the projector and unplug the power cord.

* Do not use any flammable gas sprays such as air dusters to blow off dust. The
high heat generated by the projector may cause a fire.

Attention

* Do not wipe the lens right after you turn off the projector. Doing so could
damage the lens.

* Do not use any harsh materials to clean the lens and do not subject the lens to
any impacts; otherwise, it could be damaged.



Cleaning the Projector Case

Before cleaning the projector case, turn off the projector and unplug the power
cord.

* To remove dust or dirt, use a soft, dry, lint-free cloth.

¢ To remove stubborn dirt, use a soft cloth moistened with water and mild
soap. Do not spray liquid directly on the projector.

Attention

Do not use wax, alcohol, benzene, paint thinner, or other chemicals to clean the
projector case. These can damage the case. Do not use canned air, or the gases
may leave a flammable residue.



Cleaning the Air Vents

Clean the projector's air intake/exhaust vents periodically, or whenever you
notice dust on the surface of the vents to prevent the projector from overheating
due to blocked ventilation.

* Separated from the power cord to prevent interference
* Securely connected at both ends

* Not connected to an extension cable

Glossary

This section briefly explains the difficult terms that are not explained in the text

of this guide. For details, refer to other commercially available publications.

Aspect Ratio

The ratio between an image's length and its height.

Screens with a horizontal:vertical ratio of 16:9, such as HDTV
screens, are known as wide screens.

SDTYV and general computer displays have an aspect ratio of 4:3.

Interlace

Transmits information needed to create one screen by sending
every other line, starting from the top of the image and working
down to the bottom.

Images are more likely to flicker because one frame is displayed
every other line.

Contrast

The relative brightness of the light and dark areas of an image
can be increased or decreased to make text and graphics stand
out more clearly, or to make them appear softer. Adjusting this
particular property of an image is called contrast adjustment.

Progressive

Projects information to create one screen at a time, displaying
the image for one frame.

Even though the number of scan lines is the same, the amount
of flicker in images decreases because the volume of information
has doubled compared with an interlace system.

Full HD

A screen size standard with a resolution of 1,920 (horizontal) x
1,080 (vertical) dots.

HDCP

HDCP is an abbreviation for High-bandwidth Digital Content
Protection.

It is used to prevent illegal copying and protect copyrights by
encrypting digital signals sent over DVI and HDMI ports.

Because the HDMI port on this projector supports HDCP, it can
project digital images protected by HDCP technology.

However, the projector may not be able to project images
protected with updated or revised versions of HDCP encryption.

Refresh Rate

The light-emitting element of a display maintains the same
luminosity and color for an extremely short time.

Because of this, the image must be scanned many times per
second to refresh the light-emitting element.

The number of refresh operations per second is called the
Refresh rate and is expressed in hertz (Hz).

SDTV

An abbreviation for Standard Definition Television that refers to
standard television systems which do not satisfy the conditions
for HDTV High-Definition Television.

HDMI™

An abbreviation for High Definition Multimedia Interface.
HDMI is a standard aimed at digital consumer electronics
and computers. This is the standard by which HD images and
multichannel audio signals are digitally transmitted.

By not compressing the digital signal, the image can be
transferred at the highest quality possible. It also provides an
encryption function for the digital signal.

SVGA

HDTV

An abbreviation for High-Definition Television that refers to
high-definition systems which satisfy the following conditions:

Sync.

The signals output from computers have a specific frequency.

If the projector frequency does not match this frequency, the
resulting images are not of a good quality.

The process of matching the phases of these signals (the relative
position of the crests and the troughs in the signal) is called
Synchronization.

If the signals are not synchronized, flickering, blurriness, and
horizontal interference occur.
